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A word from the District Chair... 

Hello everyone,  

Well that was our summer and quickly following Indian summer, all done now. It hardly seems we 
were just into this new year and now we’re heading fast towards autumn. Hopefully many of you have 
had a lovely Easter camp, half-term camp, WAW activities camp or summer camp. I know some of you 
have been abroad to help impoverished villagers and a small number have been to the Korean WSJ. 
Doubtless everyone has lots of recent extraordinary memories and tales for around the campfires yet to 
come. 

On the subject of camping and Nights Away, I need to tell you the ‘honeymoon’ period of me simply 
talking to you about your camping endeavours over the past interrupted five years rather than you com-
pleting a NAPermit application / renewal form, is about to end. We need to return to the application / 
renewal forms once again please. I do realise that initially from March 2020 to March 2021 was our 
first ‘lockdown’ with almost no NA events whatsoever until late autumn hereabouts. Then again De-
cember 2021 to May 2022 was the second ‘lockdown’ followed by a really gradual restart to meetings 
and days out once more, and eventually tentative nights away. After May 2022 when all restrictions 
were lifted, even then our return to meetings, events and camps, was really slow.  

What had been decided was for me to say to everyone, over the latest 18 months simply confirm that 
you want your NAPermit renewed, and because of the long period during ‘lockdown’ when nothing 
happened in the past five years of your camping diaries, your NA log. 

Subsequently I have been talking to NAPermit applicants by phone, sometimes to reassure you that in-
viting & suggesting another current NAPermit holder attends to support your next planned NA event 
will help bring back all your confidence and experience were you feeling unsure.  

The plan was to resume ‘normal service’ from this late autumn as that will be a further 18 months since 
the C19 restrictions were lifted, to account for the shortfall of 18 months in the past 5 years of every-
one’s NA history. 

With that, the time is upon us to all look on Compass and check amongst everything else, the expiry 
date of our NAPermit please. Then download the NAP application / renewal document as below, com-
plete all the appropriate sections and email it to me please.
